A1400 Woodford Avenue 'CRISP' Study

Wanstead Park: Cycling On the Cards?

Redbridge LCC responded to the City of London's consultation on Wanstead Park by pointing out the Park's key position for cyclists: it has many useful exits and entrances and offers a safe, direct off-road alternative to Blake Hall Road.  Whilst Redbridge LCC support the two suggested permissive cycle routes as a good start, they think the current anti-cycling bylaw should be dropped altogether.  Links should also be created with the nearby Roding Valley Way and the possible Sustrans route to the Olympic site.  If all new paths were properly designed to be shared use, then everyone would benefit, including disabled people, walkers and cyclists, and there would be no need for confusing signs with different paths for different kinds of users.

Hog Hill Update

The LDA has prepared its planning proposal for the new cycle circuit.  You can view the proposal leaflet and map of the site online at: http://www.lda.gov.uk/upload/pdf/HogHill_leaflet.pdf
The opening date is now Autumn 2007.

Redbridge Cycle Liaison Group made a site visit to Hog Hill in October, also attended by  Councillors Griffin, Staight and Corfield.  This was an indication of the importance of this potential national standard sporting venue, as the CLG has never managed to attract more than one councillor for a site visit before!  The site is in a beautiful wooded setting with a fantastic view of London and the Thames valley.

Redbridge LCC and Sustrans have got together and drafted a 'green' route to the site which links Hog Hill with Fairlop Waters, Valentines Park and the Roding Valley Way.  Officers are looking at ownership issues along busy Forest Road with a view to installing an off-road path beside the road as part of this 'green' route, which together with the site itself, will make a great 'legacy' for local cyclists both before and after the Olympics.

Sewa Ride & Wanstead Festival

Chris Elliott, supported by marshals and cycling police officers, led a ride of about fifty young people from Ilford to Wanstead and back on September 17th.  The ride marked the end of the 'SEWA' week of community service by the Ilford Hindu community, which this year supported the Redbridge Mayor's Charity, Barnabas Workshops.

Meanwhile, at the Wanstead Festival, well-known Dr Bike Chris Rigby was fixing an enormous number of ailing cycles, ably assisted by Tom Pettengell; and Alan James and his team were ushering large numbers of children round the Cycle Circuit.  What a pleasure to watch the children increase in confidence as they repeatedly tackled the terrors of the Cycling Seesaw!
