Hog Hill – Latest Newts

The newts have gone and construction of Redbridge Cycling Centre has now started.

Sustrans have commissioned Kinnear Landscape Architects to produce a study for a 'green' route linking the Roding Valley Way to Hog Hill and Hainault Forest Country Park.  Tfl funding is anticipated.

New Hainault Forest Link

Thanks to the purchase of land at Havering Park Farm, on the boundary between Redbridge and Havering, a new shared-use path has been built heading east, linking the north-eastern edge of Hainault Forest Country Park with paths heading towards Havering-Atte-Bower.

This has potential for linking the lovely off-road cycling area in Hainault Forest with country parks in Havering such as Bedfords Park.  Go and investigate, there's great cycling out there!

Roding Valley Way

A site visit has been made to investigate the proposed alternative routes for Redbridge Section 4 between Redbridge Roundabout and the Newham boundary.  Opinion was unanimous in favour of a route on the 'bund' (the raised flood defence) beside the river where possible.  This will shortly go out to consultation, and hopefully to Area Committees 1 and 7 in the New Year.

Woodford Avenue (A1400) Improvements

The cycle routes along the pavement on both sides of Woodford Avenue are to be reinstated and enhanced between Tescos and the Beehive Lane roundabout, with a welcome at-grade crossing opposite Beal High School to replace the unpopular subway.  The promised traffic signals at Charlie Brown’s Roundabout should one day provide the required on-pavement routes and crossings to complete the link with the Roding Valley Way.
