Redbridge Cycling Policy Review

The Council’s cycling policy is under review, and this is an important opportunity for local activists to make a difference.

Attempts to set up a Cycling Working Team for the Environment and Highways Scrutiny Committee foundered due to lack of councillor interest. The Cycle Liaison Group have now agreed that issues can be referred from  CLG meetings direct to the Scrutiny Committee, who can then pass them on to Cabinet, and that CLG members can be called to speak at Scrutiny meetings. 

In the meantime a series of one-off meetings has been set up in January for a small Working Team of officers, councillors and cyclists’ representatives to produce a review of the following:

· Council policy, objectives and targets

· levels of funding

· existing and proposed cycle network

· impact of national and regional policies 

· monitoring and maintenance of schemes

· publicity for the network

Hainault Cycle Track Success

An off-road cycle track which opened in February last year near Elmbridge Road Recreation Ground, Hainault, has proved a great success with local youngsters.  The Hainault Youth Action Group successfully lobbied for the facility which was funded by a grant from Area Three Committee plus some government cash via the 'Living Spaces' scheme .The all-weather circuit is made of recycled materials and has 12 separate features and helps children learn cycle skills in a safe environment.

Redbridge Cycling Initiatives 2006:

LCN+:

Junction of High Road A118/Cameron Road, Seven Kings: conversion from roundabout to traffic signals, incorporating advanced stop lines - Area 5 Committee.

High Road & New Road, Seven Kings: new signalised junction takes out the LCN+ cycle lane in the High Road, and puts in an ASL in New Road. A report in May will examine the effects of the new junction on tailbacks in the High Road: Area 5 Committee.

High Road A118 Green Lane - Ilford Hill ('CRISP' Study): The proposed route for the next section of LCN+ Route 160, Chadwell Heath to Ilford, leaves the main road, and meanders through Philpot Path, Winston Way Underpass, Albert Road, Audrey Road and Riverdene Road. We will argue for a direct route which stays on Winston Way. Winston Way roundabout should be signalised, and the problem link under the flyover to Romford Road resolved: Area 6 Committee.

Junction of Hollybush Hill/New Wanstead: possible amendment to kerbline to extend cycle lane to new traffic lights: Area 1 Committee.

George Lane/High Road South Woodford: possible widening to provide LCN+ route cycle facilities through junction: Area 2 Committee.

Gants Hill To Moby Dick A12 ('CRISP' Study):  cycle route study.

Cycle Parking at Fairlop Station, Barkingside Station, and Redbridge Institute of Adult Education (Gearies Centre).

Adult Cycle Training funding to continue.
