Epping Forest Cycle Forum Group

The City of London is setting up a Cycle Forum, intended anyone who has an interest in cycling on or through Forest land, whether off-road or on-road.  This is a welcome initiative and a good way of putting over views on, for example, the no-cycling byelaws in Wanstead Park, the proposed route across Wanstead Flats, and cycle parking provision at Forest buildings and car parks.

Everyone is welcome to the first Cycle Forum meeting at the Warren, the Epping Forest HQ.

East London Transit Letdown

This project, due to commence in October 2008, is essentially an improved double-decker route from Ilford Hill, down Ilford Lane, to Barking.  Signalisation of the Winston Way Roundabout, originally included, has now been dropped from the scheme on the grounds that 'the limited benefits of the rationalisation of Ilford Lane traffic flow arising from the signalisation were outweighed by the substantial loss of capacity on the principle road network.'

Barking Benchmarking

Barking and Dagenham Council is hosting a Cycling benchmarking project in February.  Representatives from 12 local authorities, CTC and TfL will attend an event showing B&D council's efforts towards improving cycling within the

Borough and providing feedback about what they are doing well and where they can improve. Colin will represent the B&D branch of LCC.

There will be presentations, a bike ride to demonstrate the facilities (with frequent stops to discuss locations) and a feedback session to discuss and rate what the group has seen.
